Equitable Stroke Control (ESC)

As members of the MGA (Metropolitan Golf Association) we have to follow their rules regarding handicaps.
ESC is their method of ensuring that our handicaps are representative of a players potential.  We all have our off days.    So, for handicap purposes we need to limit the number of strokes we report depending on our current course handicap.  

It is an adjustment of individual hole scores.  So before you enter your score into the system adjust each hole to the maximum score allowed for your handicap, even if it is a tournament. ESC is based off your course handicap.
However for a tournament itself you would turn in your card with the actual number of strokes you took.  For example, if you have a course handicap of 15 and on the 7th hole it takes you 10 strokes to finish the whole.  Put down the 10 on your scorecard, before you enter your score in the computer you would deduct 1 stroke from your overall score because the maximum the ESC allows you is 9 shots per hole.

In non-tournament play ESC creates another situation on a par 3.  Since our group rules are to pick up after 6 shots on a par 3 (for speed of play purposes).   You will need to adjust your score higher by what you estimate you would have shot on that hole.  For instance if you are far from the hole and think it would have taken you 2 more strokes to sink the putt, then add 2 shots to your total score at the end of your 9 holes.

Course Handicap

Is calculated by taking 96% of the average of your top 10 score less the course rating (these figures you will find on the score card of any club).  For Longshore front 9 yellow tees it is 34.6.
The course index takes into account the standard slope rating (113) and the course slope rating. (avg score – course rating * 113 / course slope) *96%
